The proposal includes adoption of a Transportation Plan that will establish goals, strategies, and
recommendations for a transportation system that helps everyone get around Seattle safely, efficiently,
and affordably and that responds to challenges such as climate change. The plan will influence projects
and programs that enhance the way people enjoy public space and move through the city. It will
influence the development of a new transportation funding package and implement the Comprehensive
Plan.

Three alternatives have been reviewed: No Action
Alternative and Alternatives 2 and 3 that review alternative strategies, networks or combinations of
projects and programs.
