Carkeek Park is a forested ravine on the shores
of Puget Sound. The coniferous forest with
mixed deciduous trees of Big Leaf Maple and
Red Alder bordering Piper’s Creek provide
habitat for many birds. The rocky and sandy
beaches are fine viewing areas for saltwater
species on Puget Sound. 230 species of birds
have been recorded at Carkeek Park. This
checklist contains the most common species
an observer may encounter.
