Descripiion of proposed budpet action:

This green sheet adds $51,750 GSF in 2009 and $53,095 GSF in 2010 to the Human Services
Department, Emergency and Transitional Services BCL, to fund eviction prevention services and
imposes the following budget proviso:

“Of the appropriation for 2009 for the Human Services Department’s Emergency and Transitional
Services BCL, $51,750 is appropriated (and of the amount endorsed for 2010, $53,095 is expected to
be appropriated) solely for eviction prevention services and may be spent for no other purpose.”

Background. During the current economic downturn, many families are at risk of losing their
housing. There has been a marked increase in the number of calls from families in need of shoit term
assistance with their rent payments. The purpose of this funding is to help keep families housed and
prevent them from entering into the far more difficult situation of homelessness. A short term

infusion of funds fo keep a family in their home is likely to be a less costly alternative than providing
services afler they become homeless and require assistance getting back into permanent housing.
These additional funds are intended to augment existing City-supported services.

Services Funded. The funding will provide client assistance services including funding to cover rent,
and in some cases, deposits and other move-in costs incurred when families are relocated to lower
cost alternative housing. It will also fund direct case management to families in need of these
services.

Description of proposed hudget action:

This green sheet adds $85,000 GSK in 2009 and $88,400 GSF in 2010 to the Human Services
Department (HSD), Emergency and Transitional Services BCL, to cither staff directly or contract in
the community for outreach services that enroll individuals and families in the Supplemental Nutrition
Assistance Program (SNAP) and other health and social service programs for which they qualify.

This action will help the City leverage dollars available to Seattle residents from SNAP, as well as
from a number of other government programs. This green sheet also imposes the following budget

proviso:

“Of the appropriation for 2009 for the Human Services Department’s Emergency and Transitional
Services BCL, $85,000 is appropriated (and of the amount endorsed for 2010, $88,400 is expected to
be appropriated) solely for outreach work at area food banks and other community sites to enroll
gualified persons in SNAP and other government programs and may be spent for no other purpose.”

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The outreach services funded by this green sheet could be performed either by a new City employee
or through a contract for services. HSD will determine the most effective way to provide the outreach
services. The Council expects that if HSD concludes that a new position is needed, HSD will propose
through separate legislation that the Council create a new position to carry out this work.

In addition, the Council asks HSD fo report to the Public Safety, Human Services, and Education
Committee within 60 days after a full twelve months of the project’s operation, providing data on the
number of individuals and families registered for SNAP and other government programs through this
specific outreach activity.

Background. Due to economic conditions, there is a growing demand to support food programs for
the poor. The demand is associated with a) more individuals in extreme cconomic distress, b)
increasing cost of food, ¢) increasing transportation costs, and d) decreasing donations of food stuffs
and money to food bank providers.

The participation rate of those eligible for SNAP, the federally funded program that provides financial
support for basic food is only 50% m King County. With the recent expansion of eligibility from
120% to 200% of poverty income guidelines, we have an opportunity to help more Seattie residents
receive the benefits they deserve. Another 9,000 Seattle houscholds have just become eligible with
the expansion of SNAP eligibility. In addition, simply by applying for SNAP, families automatically
qualify their children for free school lunches. Other support services may also be available to those
who apply for SNAP.

Statement of Legislative Intent:

The City of Seattle’s Human Services Department (HSD) has approximately 600 contracts with about

230 nonprofit agencies. In 2008, General Fund contracts are projected to cost $38,857,000 and

contracts funded by other revenue streams are projected to cost $59,818,000. Some of the agencies

with contracts are large organizations whose services are well known in the community. Other
“agencies are very small and their highly specialized services may be less well known.

While the City has systems in place to manage HSD contracts, it has not yet employed Web-based
technology now available (o better promote transparency about and accountability for the services
provided by community-based organizations. Using such technology, Seattle City Government, the
individual agency and the larger provider community, private donors, and citizens would have an
opportunity to understand how resources are being deployed and the effect they are having in the lives
of many of Seattle’s residents. The technology would aiso allow agencies and others to compare
results against performance metrics. In this way, our community can review how resources are being
used, determine whether outcomes are being optimized, and identify opportunities for improvement.

The Council believes it is time (o investigate whether the City can make use of the available
technology. The Council requests that HSD work in consultation with Legislative Department staff io
select performance reporting and grant funding standards to apply to a pilot group of [HSD-contracted
nonprofit agencies whose data will be posted online. HSD will select the standards and detail the
scope of the pilot project by August 31, 2009, Council intends to fund and implement the pilot in
2010. '

Description of proposed budget action:

This green sheet adds $138,375 GSF in 2009 and $141,973 GSF in 2010 to the Human Services
Department, Early Learning and Family Support BCL, to fund SOAR. Funding support of SOAR by
the City would be maintained at a level necessary to support the same services funded by the City in
2008. This green sheet also imposes the following budget proviso:

“Of the appropriation for 2009 for the Human Services Department’s Early Learning and Family
Support BCL, $138,375 is appropriated (and of the amount endorsed for 2010, $141,973 is expected
to be appropriated) solely for SOAR and may be spent for no other purpose.”

Background. In the 2007 and 2008 budget cycles, the City Council approved SOAR funding at

$135,000 annually. A Budget Guidance Statement (47-2-A-1) for the 2008 budget requested that the
Executive continue to provide City funding to support SOAR at the same level, and provide the same

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inflationary adjustment the City provides other human services contracts funded by the General
Subfund. As in prior years, the Mayor’s 2009-2010 Proposed Budget eliminates funding of SOAR.
This green sheet adds that funding back, and adds an inflationary adjustment of 2.5% in 2009 and
2.6% in 2010,

What is SOAR. SOAR is a merger of two earlier projects: the City’s Project Lift-Off and United
Way’s Children’s Initiative. Among other sources, SOAR is funded by United Way, King County
and the City of Seattle. SOAR establishes partnerships among community stakeholders and public
and private funders to identily common goals and fund projects that contribute to meeting those goals.
These collaborations have led to SOAR’s Early Childhood and School Readiness action agendas, and
its King County Action Agenda for School-Age Children and Youth.

Services Funded. SOAR is administered by United Way. Three full-time and one part-time United
Way staff members develop funding resources and implement and monitor programs that support the
goals of the SOAR action agendas. In 2008 City funding was used to fund one of the United Way
staff positions ($93,000) and to help fund the Family Friend and Neighbor Play and Learn Groups
which provide educational activities for children not enrolled in daycare or preschool ($42,000).
