The preliminary construction work in your neighborhood for the 430 Pipeline Improvement
project will be complete soon. Seattle Public Utilities (SPU) installed a new underground
vault and water main valves. Work to permanently restore the sidewalk, street, and
vegetation that was disturbed is scheduled to take place in September.

The 430 Pipeline Improvement project consist of repairing and upgrading portions of the
large 42-inch diameter steel pipeline that runs four miles from Volunteer Park to Maple Leaf
Reservoir in Seattle. The pipeline was built in the early 1900s and is part of the region’s
drinking water system.
