Seattle parks and gardens make lovely and inexpensive outdoor venues for special ceremonies. Surround your ceremony
with the elegance and beauty of nature. Choose from an array of quiet gardens, picturesque viewpoints, open meadows,
and intimate natural settings. Y ou can schedule an outdoor ceremony in almost any of our more than 400 parks.

Please remember that parks belong to everyone; we do not allow roping or otherwise isolating areas from general pub-
lic use. The Park Code (SMC 18.12.257) prohibits alcohol in Seattle Parks. We'll provide you with details about park
rules when you make your reservation.
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It'seasy to schedule aceremony in apublic park.
Our event scheduling staff are here to help you get your ceremony permit.

1. Choose a site. We encourage you to visit Sedttle 5. At least 30 days before your event, our event staff

Please call 206-684-4081 to make your reservation.
You can reserve Kubota Garden and Parsons Gar-
den on the first day of each new month, one year in
advance. You can reserve al other park sites be-
ginning the first working day of January.

Our event scheduling staff will send you a permit
application and an invoice for payment. Both are
due within 14 days of the date you place your res-
ervation, or we must cancel the reservation to make
the site avail able to others.

Our staff will review your permit application and
will contact you to talk about the requirements for
your ceremony. Sorry, Seattle Parks does not pro-
vide wedding planning services.

We will send
you your ceremony permit at that time.

This includes City of Seattle parks not considered a
garden or specialty site.
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Kubota Garden and Parsons Garden: $150 per hour
with a three-hour minimum. $20 per hour for the
Parks Attendant fee.
Discovery Park: $100 per hour with a two-hour
minimum. $20 per hour for the Parks Attendant fee.
Volunteer Park Conservatory: $100 per hour with a
two-hour minimum. $20 per hour for the Parks At-
tendant fee.
Sorry, we do not allow ceremonies in the Japanese
Gardens at the Arboretum.
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Depending on the location and size of your event, shel-
ter and/or picnic table fees may apply.

Some
indoor facilities may alow alcohol permits during
non-operating hours; please check with individua
facilities for more information.

6 ' , 0 Your ceremony permit allows you to
provide your own food at the site. If you plan to hire a
caterer a $75 fee will apply and insurance is required.
All outdoor ceremony sites must be alcohol free.

$ OWe do not provide setup. Y ou need to arrange
for equipment such as chairs and canopies, or catering
gear through a private vendor. We ask that you finish
al delivery, setup and cleanup during the time in-
cluded in your ceremony permit. We may require that
you hire a Park Attendant to monitor the park from
start to finish.
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"0 We cannot guarantee that parking will be
available for your ceremony, though parking lots and on-
street parking are available at some sites.

, 0 When staging your decorations, please keep
the environment in mind. Do not put nails into trees or
stake anything into the ground. Apparatus such as cano-
pies must be free weighted. We don't alow confetti, seeds
or rice; try flower petals! Please remove all decorations at
the end of your event.

- OPlease leave your area clean; gather and remove your
trash and decorations so that others will find the area
ready to use.

$ ' 0 Amplified sound is not allowed without a permit,
and then only at selected sites. Non-amplified music is
dlowed at any park. Electrical services are available at
some sites, and we will work with you to determine
whether an additional fee applies.
- 0 Your ceremony permit allows you to have photo-
graphs taken at the park during the hours you have re-
served. If you would like to take photos during other
hours or at other parks, please talk with our event staff
about additional reservations.

If you have not reserved a park for a ceremony, but
would like to take photos or film videos in a park, please
obtain a permit. Without a permit, the park you intend to
use for photos may already be reserved for a different
event. Please talk with a Parks event scheduler to reserve
apark for photography.
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Site capacity is 150 people for Kubota.

There is no electricity or water available.

A small generator (under 5k) is allowed.

The Kubota Terrace is the only area in the park
where ceremonies and setup are allowed.

If you scatter flower petals, please pick them up
after your ceremony.

Vehicle access is limited to the terrace area (for
loading/unloading only).

We require an attendant on site.

No amplified music is allowed.

Y ou can arrange a site visit with staff by calling the
garden directly at 206-684-4584.

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Site capacity is 75 people.

There is no electricity or water available.

A small generator (under 5k) is allowed.

We will provide one chemica toilet to the site
Thursdays through Sundays between June 5 and
September 27.

One 20" x 20" canopy is alowed in the park.

We require an attendant on site.

No amplified music is allowed.

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Site capacity is 75 people.

The North Meadow (across from the Daybreak Star
Center) is the only area in the park where a cere-
mony can take place.

No set up is alowed including chairs and tables
(standing ceremonies only).

We require an attendant on site.
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Site capacity is 12 people.

No set up is allowed, chairs are provided.

We require an attendant on site.
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If you plan to bring in a caterer, special equipment, or am-
plified music, park use permit and other fees apply. We de-
fine a caterer as a paid person or company that prepares and/
or serves food or sets up equipment for that purpose. Spe-
cial equipment can include a bouncer/air jumper or a canopy
bigger than 400 square feet. Please ask our schedulers about
amplified music, which we allow in very few parks in order
to be agood neighbor.

" The city requires a copy of the service provider’'s liabil-
ity insurance naming the City of Seattle as additional
insured for a minimum of $1 million - $2 million in
general liability insurance.

We may require that an attendant be present at your
event.
