
Project Goal
This project provides a multi-use trail from the intersection of East Madison 
through the Arboretum to the intersection of Foster Island Road and Lake 
Washington Blvd. The new 1.2 mile trail will connect to Arboretum Drive 
creating a 2.5 mile path through the Arboretum. Arboretum Loop Trail  will 
create more opportunities for pedestrians, wheelchair users, slow-moving 
bicycle riders and families to safely exercise and explore the Arboretum. The 
project also restores portions of Arboretum Creek and nearby wetlands. The 
paved, multi-use Arboretum Loop Trail is the jewel of the Arboretum Master 
Plan and fulfills the Arboretum’s three primary goals: conservation, recreation 
and education. 

Budget
As part of mitigation for the current phase of the SR 520 bridge project, the 
Washington State Department of Transportation is providing $7.8 million to 
help complete portions of the Arboretum’s 20-year Master Plan (adopted in 
2001 after years of public input). The budget for the trail is $5.5 million.

Planning: 2009 - 2012
Design: 2012 - 2015
Construction: 2016 - 2017

Arboretum Loop Trail
Anticipated Impact	
Seattle Parks and Recreation and the contractor will work hard to minimize 
traffic impacts during Loop Trail. Construction, large trucks will use Lake 
Washington Boulevard to enter and exit the Arboretum. We anticipate a 
few weeks of closure around the intersection at 31st and Lake Washington 
Boulevard while configuring the new trail entrance. Whenever possible, 
additional work at crosswalks and curbs will take place during off-peak travel 
times. The Arboretum will remain free and open to the public throughout 
construction. Safety for visitors, contractors, volunteers and staff is rule 
number one during construction of the Arboretum Loop Trail. We may 
temporarily close or reroute some trails to when work is taking place nearby.
