What are they?

Stay Healthy Streets are “Closed” to enable those walking and rolling to legally use
the street

These streets maintain access for residents,
visitors, and deliveries.

Stay Healthy Streets can include:

* Neighborhood Greenway traffic safety
features like easier crossings of busy streets,

| speed humps, and sign and pavement

markings to help people find their way
