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The Madison St BRT - RapidRide G Line project is moving
forward and construction is now planned for 2021

Project Update

A recent federal report determined the Seattle Department of Transportation (SDOT) is
qualified to complete the Madison St Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) - RapidRide G Line project. This
step is an important milestone toward qualifying for Federal Small Starts Grant funding,
covering about 45 percent of the project cost. We're continuing to work with the Federal
Transit Administration, Sound Transit, and Seattle City Council to finalize funding agreements
and commitments. Thus construction is no longer scheduled to begin in fall 2020. There are
many moving parts, but we expect to start construction as soon as spring 2021.

Planned Timeline
* Late summer 2020: Finalize design
* Late 2020: Finalize funding
* Early 2021: Select construction contractor to build the project
* As early as spring 2021: Anticipated construction start
* We expect to complete construction and open this important transit connection by 2024

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Project Overview
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The Madison St corridor is busy, dense, and still growing. Bus rapid transit (BRT) will provide frequent, reliable, and safe bus service. The Seattle
Department of Transportation (SDOT) will make street improvements to the Madison St corridor that will allow King County Metro to operate
the service as RapidRide G Line from Downtown to Madison Valley. Madison St BRT — RapidRide G Line will use diesel-hybrid buses, removing
the need to expand the existing trolley wire on the corridor. The City of Seattle is in the process of finalizing federal grants, and we expect

construction to start as early as spring 2021.
