0 “Berlin patient,” Timothy Ray Brown, only patient to be cured of HIV
0 Still no cure for HIV that’s asseccible for folks
= Alot of media claims that there are other cures out there
0 What does HIV cure mean?
= No need for ongoing medication (ARV treatment)
= No symptoms
= No viral progression/immune damage
= No risk of transmission
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0 Two types of cure: Sterilizing (Eradication) and Functional (Remission)
O Ethical Challenges:

= Balancing resources, risk versus reward, participant selection, trial design,
cost, and scalability

0 What does an HIV cure need to be?

= Safe, effective, durable, affordable and accessible
0 How can folks get the CCR5-receptor?

= Can get it for $99 online to get your genome receptor
