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Overview
This document explains the rules for using electronic devices in the Seattle Municipal Court in a clear, structured, and accessible format.
Allowed Use
You may:
Bring electronic devices such as phones, laptops, and tablets into the courthouse.
Use devices outside courtrooms if you do not disrupt others.
Courtroom Rules
Inside courtrooms:
Devices must be turned off unless a judge gives permission.
Each judge may set additional rules.
Prohibited Activities
The following are not allowed anywhere in the courthouse:
Photography.
Video recording.
Audio recording.
Consequences
Violations may result in removal from the courthouse, notice of exclusion, arrest, citation, or contempt of court.
