MHC GUIDELINES CONSIDERED

 
The Commission shall seek to maintain and enhance the pedestrian qualities of the Market by encouraging the location of:

Public amenities such as restrooms, walkways, sitting areas, viewpoints and eating areas in appropriate and accessible locations.

Any additions or changes to buildings shall maintain the character of the Market.

Public seating is a desired amenity for visitors to the Market. Plants and flowers add color and appeal and are also a desired amenity. 
Litter receptacles of uniform design should be provided throughout the District. However, public seating, flowers, litter receptacles 
and other amenities should be balanced against the need for pedestrian movement and accessibility. Removal or elimination of such 
amenities is discouraged. 
 
Public views of, into, through or from the Market are cherished public amenity and shall not be diminished. 
 
Pedestrian connections to and from the Market are integral to the relationship of the Market to the City.
 
Secretary of the Interior Guidelines: A property shall be used for its historic purpose or for a new use that requires minimal change to 
the defining characteristics of the building and its site and environment. The historic character of a property shall be retained and 
preserved. 
 
Utmost emphasis shall be placed on design solutions that serve to preserve or enhance physical pedestrian connections. The design 
process should involve serious consideration of typical buildings and details within the District, primarily humble and anonymous in 
character.

The planting palette for these steel and concrete 
planters (as shown on the following pages)
complements the ecological narrative of nearby 
Overlook Walk by representing a sun-exposed, 
drought-tolerant plant community found on the open 
bluffs and prairies of the Puget Sound region. 

While the Overlook Walk’s primary landscapes transition from Cascade forest to coastal slopes, this 
planting expresses species adapted to wind, shallow soils, and full sun; conditions typical of exposed 
coastal terraces and dry meadows around the Salish Sea. 

The planting height will remain low to allow views from all vantage points of Market Front. Grasses 
such as Prairie Dropseed, Sesleria, and Tufted Hairgrass create a soft matrix that supports drifts of 
native perennials including Oregon Sunshine, Yarrow, Penstemon, and Buckwheat.

Camas bulbs and flowering perennials provide color from spring through late summer while allowing 
the structure of grasses and seedheads to persist into fall and winter. 

Together, these plants evoke the resilient plant communities that thrive in the region’s sunnier, 
drier coastal landscapes, offering a textural and seasonal counterpoint to the forested ecosystems 
represented elsewhere along the walk while remaining firmly rooted in the botanical character of
