Estimates [www.ofm.wa.gov/data-research/population-demographics/estimates/
small-area].

Unless otherwise stated, data on characteristics are from the American
Community Survey (ACS)  5-Year Estimates published by the U.S. Census Bureau
[www.census.gov/programs-surveys/acs]. The detailed list of neighborhood
languages is based on a combination of data from the ACS and Seattle Public
Schools’ Home Language Survey.

Five years of ACS data are pooled for estimates at a neighborhood level. Even
then, margins of error for ACS estimates can be substantial. Some characteristics
in the Snapshots are for a subset of the population. A document with additional
technical notes about the Snapshot data accompanies the Snapshots online.

About the Neighborhood Snapshots
We produce and periodically update the Neighborhood Snapshots for all 53
Community Reporting Areas (CRAs). The Snapshots provide basic data about the
population and demographic characteristics in each area and include comparison
data for Seattle as a whole. CRAs are combinations of census tracts used by the
City to summarize neighborhood-level data published by the U.S. Census Bureau.
Because they are based on census geographies, CRAs may not match local ideas
of neighborhood boundaries. If a Snapshot does not show enough of the area
you’re interested in, please look at Snapshots for adjoining areas.
