Replacing the existing timber trestle portion of 

the dock with a new concrete and steel trestle; 

Replacing the main terminal building; 

Replacing the passenger-only ferry facility on 

the south edge of Colman Dock;

Constructing a new elevated walkway between 

the terminal building and the passenger-only 

ferry facility; 

Replacing the overhead loading facility on the 

northernmost slip; Adding a bicycle entry and 

holding area north of Marion Street; Maintaining 

an elevated connection between the terminal 

building and the Marion St. Bridge; 

Providing stairs and elevators to connect the 

facility to Alaskan Way.
