HOW TO FIND THE SAFEST ROUTE FROM YOUR HOME TO SCHOOL

v’ Pick streets where there are sidewalks or paths separated from traffic, when possible.

v" When you can, choose neighborhood streets instead of busy main streets.

v" When biking, use trails, neighborhood streets, and protected bike lanes.

v’ Cross busy streets where there are traffic signals, stop signs, crossing beacons, school crosswalks, or
crossing guards.
