As a long-
time area resident and member, and currently as a volunteer board member of the PNA, | can see the perfect fit that
GSC has been with PNA for the last decade, and will be long into the future. By being under the PNA umbrella, the GSC
has even more potential to connect with the community — not just seniors, but with everyone.
