
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) 
 
Funding Source Overview 
 

In 2017, as part of the implementation of a new enterprise-wide financial management system, the 
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Fund (17810) was dissolved and budget was distributed to 
various other funds in alignment with the direct fund model. The Human Services Department is the City 
department which acts as custodian for all grants from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 
Development, including CDBG funding. However, CDBG is a relatively flexible funding source and is used 
by many City departments.  

Budget Overview 

In the 2020 Proposed Budget, the funds are distributed to departments and projects as detailed on the 
following page. All projects are subject to federal CDBG eligibility requirements, and, for some projects, 
final eligibility has not yet been determined:
