e) Chock the door

	Advance to the fire room behind #3 (Nozzle)
a) Bring a bight of hose to base of stairs to support #3 hose line advancement.
b) Feed hose up the stairs, keeping hose low and straight behind #3.
c) Radio using Convey method: “Command from Engine ___, Team Bravo, water on the fire” When in position to contain the fire and #3 states at the fire room. 
d) Be ready to use NFA handshake if not answered.
	
	
	
	

	9. 
	Bump-up, Peel off, Search
a) Peel off on command from the #3 (Nozzle) to search the fire room.
b) Complete a primary search.
c) Rescue any found victims.
d) Communicate fire behind to #3 (Nozzle)
e) Radio using Convey method: “Command from Engine ___, Team Bravo, Fire Under Control, primary search of the fire room complete, vent point established”
