Week 1 – 4: Zoom classes (online) and skills
labs (in-person) 
Week 5: Makeup/Preparation and clinical
orientation (in-person) 
Week 6: Clinical work experience (in-
person) 
After: Take the NA-C (Nursing Assistant
Certification) state skills exam and written
test. Guaranteed job interview at Swedish.
