New Houses and Flats.

On this pago are shown. half-tone' re-
nroductions of photographs of three new:
nouses. and -an npartment house, all- of.
which. were designed by Jusenhﬂns &.
Allen.

Orie hiouse is ihat o( N. B. Allen, on
Eleventh nvenue north, between. Hirrison
and Republican streets. Thi$ is'a modern
colonial dwelling of seven rooms that
cost $2,500. The parlor, dining-room and
tibrary are fnished in oak, and the batih
roem is tiled and finished io white
enamel.

The other house, on'the corner of Boyl-
ston avenue and East Olive street, is the
residence of W. H. Finck, which is also
colenial in design. This contains seven
rooms which havo polished floors and
tinted walls. This house cost §3,500.

The double house erected by A. Bam-
bach, on Boylston avenue, between Pika
and Pine streets, is also shown. This is
colenial gambrel in design, and cost
$6,500. Tlhere are nine rooms in each
house, both of which have been rented.

The aparlment house known as Holmes
Terrace was built for Peter Helmes on
Pike strect and Minor avenue. In this
bullding there are ten five- mom flats.
The buildivg cost $15,000.

Straight Street to Lake Union.

For some moaths The Times has ad-
vocated the cutting through of a new
street connecting the maln streets of the'
eity with the territory  around Lake
Urion. The need of such a straight street
is very apparent and the action of the
council .is strongly approved by propariy
owners.

The ordidance ordering the comsirae-
tlon of a direct ninety-foot boulevard
from Westlake avenue and Denny way to
Fourth” avenue aod Pine street, was in-
troduced-in the city council Monday nlght
by Councilman Murphy. The proposed
roadway will eit into forty-six lots, alto-
gether gomg through seven. .tiers of
bloeks.

Tor the ﬂrst two hlocks, starting at' the
nortliern end, no houses will be encoun-
tered.” Onthe {hird block’ sonie ™ framie”
lhouses are intercepled. The route crosses
Virginia street back of -ihe Norwegian-
Danish Baptist church, and runs directly
over the site.of the old -St. Mark's
chuvréh and ef-the church at I‘uuth ave-
nue and Pine- street.
